WHEN WHAT

During your Get to know your assigned advisor and be an active participant in the advising process: learn degree
1st semester requirements, how to develop your course schedule, and college policies that apply to you.

Learn about skillsets and resources to overcome obstacles.

Utilize College technology.

Read all communications sent to your MyMDC email, Canvas and Navigate accounts...check it daily.
Complete your to-do's in MDC Navigate.

Learn how to connect your personal aspirations to your academic and career goals.

Confirm your pathway and career goals; utilize career explorations resources to assist you.

Develop your My Academic Plan (MAP) to facilitate timely completion based on graduation
requirements.

Prior Registration Connect with an advisor to initiate a planning discussion.

(Every term) Review your chosen career pathway and ensure that the coursework suggested in your MAP aligns with

your plan.

Every Term Ensure you are making good progress and reach out to your advisor for support as needed.

During your advisement sessions, learn how to connect your personal aspirations to your academic
and career goals.

Utilize appropriate academic, financial, and student support services and student opportunities in
campus life (Service learning, Student clubs and organizations, study abroad, internships, etc.).

Get to know your professors: it’s both a good way to find out what the different majors are really
about and to begin building important collegial relationships. You may want/need references later on
for jobs, scholarships and college applications.

By the 15th * Focus on the completion of your gateway courses: strengthening your writing, math, and
Credit Earned critical thinking skills.

By the 30th * Review and confirm your comprehensive MAP with your advisor.
Credit Earned * Ensure that your Computer, Foreign Language, Civic Literacy and SLS competencies have been met.

By the 45th * Apply post-graduation goals (additional degree completion at MDC, transfer, and/or employment) to
Credit Earned academic decision-making.

* Explore in-house baccalaureate options.
* Attend a College Transfer Fair.
* Review your academic requirements report to plan enrollment for last semester.

Apply for Graduation.
